     Are you prepared if an earthquake, violent wind 
storm or a paralyzing snowstorm hits Fircrest? 
     Disaster preparedness ofýcials recommend that 
people be prepared to be self-sufýcient for three 
days. Whenever disaster hits, emergency responders 
become very busy and are often not able to quickly 
respond to individual calls for assistance.  All house-
holds are urged to have a disaster kit on hand to be 
able to go three days without outside help. 
 
DISASTER  KIT
Å One gallon of water per family member per day
Å Non-perishable or canned foods (include can opener)
Å Battery-operated radio and þashlight, extra batteries
Å Blankets or sleeping bags
Å Special items needed by infants, elderly or disabled 
Å Plastic bags or portable toilet
Å Tools and related supplies
Å Matches in waterproof container
Å First aid kit, two--week supply of medications.

     It is also suggested that residents establish an out-
of-state contact when local phones are not working. 
Choose an out-of-state friend or relative all family 
members can call to relay information.
