TREES AND FIRCREST

Tall and stately trees are the sig-
nature of our City’s neighborhoods.
However, sometimes those tall and
stately trees next to a house may pose
a threat to safety. If you are con-
cerned about a tree on your property
and want it removed, you may want
to contact a certified arborist to verify
the condition and health of the tree.
There’s no reason to remove a tree if it
does not pose a threat. However, if you plan on cutting any trees
on your property, here are a few things you should consider:

* If the tree or trees are on developed residential property
with a principle structure (i.e. a house), a tree-cutting permit is
not required;

« If on undeveloped property, a permit is required along with a
tree replacement plan, depending upon the type of development
anticipated;

« If within or near a critical area (i.e. a wetland, stream, wild-
life habitat area), a permit is required in addition to a critical
areas report.

Above all, when you hire a tree cutting service, be absolutely
sure that they are licensed and bonded by the State Department
of Labor and Industries. If you wish to check on the status of a
contractor’s license, you may go to the Department’s website
at http://www.Ini.wa.gov/TradesLicensing/Contractors/Hire-
Con/default.asp. If you don’t have access to the web, call the
Planning/Building Department and we’ll do a quick check for
you. In addition, your contractor is required to have a business
license with the City.

HOME BUSINESSES

If you plan on operating a business from
your house or apartment, the City has some
rules which apply. First off, the City encourag-
es home businesses that are strictly subordinate
to the residential nature of the neighborhood.
Respective to that, there are limitations on the
operation of a home business that apply. These
limitations are pretty extensive, but the bottom line is that the
home business can be no more intrusive to the neighborhood nor
exhibit any physical or visual impact beyond that of a normal
dwelling unit. To ensure this, a Home Occupation permit is
required.

Home occupations consist of two classifications: Type 1 and
Type 2. For a Type 1 home occupation, only the persons who
reside in the residence can participate in the business. Type 1
home occupation permits are issued “over-the-counter.” For a
Type 2 home occupation, non-residents may be employed up
to a maximum of two. Type 2 home occupations are subject to
a public hearing by the planning commission and are subject to
the requirements of a conditional use permit. Secondly, a Fircrest
Business License is required. Applications for both can be found

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at www.cityoffircrest.net/Business Licensing.html.

If you’re interested in starting a home occupation, please
contact the Planning/Building Department for assistance. Or,
you may access the City’s municipal code through the City’s
website at www.cityoffircrest.net. Click on the “Administration”
tab, scroll down to the “City of Fircrest Municipal Code.” Click
on “Table of Contents”, then “Title 22 Land Development” and
from there, go to “22.58” and give that a click. You’ll find Home
Occupations at “22.58.013.” Click on that section and you’re
there!

JUST FENCE ME IN

Tall fences good neighbors make,
- or so it is said. Fences provide privacy,
security and a convenient way of keeping
the puppy on the property. Sometimes,
though, just the mention of a fence can
raise concerns from neighbors about
trespass, encroaching on other’s property or, in rare cases, view
obstruction.

The City of Fircrest does require a permit for a NEW fence
and it’s a bargain: it’s free. Why require a permit for a fence?
We want to be sure that the property owner understands the
City’s standards for fences and to make property owners aware
that property lines aren’t necessarily where you might think they
are. Have questions about fences? Call us or visit the City’s
website, cityoffircrest.net. Use the same steps as above, but link
to section 22.58.004 (Fences, Walls and Hedges).

BACKYARD CHICKENS

GETTING POPULAR

Many of you have asked if it is okay
to raise chickens within the city limits
of Fircrest. You might be surprised to
hear that the answer is yes! The munici-
pal code states that in any zoning district permitting residential
uses, you can raise up to four small domestic animals. A small
domestic animal includes rabbits, ducks, quail, geese, swans,
chickens, pigeons and other similar animals. So...sunny side

up!

| WANT TO BUILD ASHED ON MY PROPERTY.
WHAT IS REQUIRED?

This question is asked a lot. A building permit is not required
if the shed or accessory structure is less than or equal to 120
sf. However, the structure would still need to meet the require-
ments of the development regulations (zoning code) regarding
setbacks. If the walls of the structure closest to the interior side
and rear property lines are of fire rated construction, the shed
can be as close as 3 feet. If the shed isn’t of fire-rated construc-
tion, the setbacks are 5 feet for both the rear and interior side
yards.

PUBLIC WORKS DEPT.

SOUTH 19TH STREET PAVEMENT
RESTORATION PROJECT

The City of Fircrest has received a $570,900
federal grant to perform pavement restoration
on the south half of South 19th (Columbia)
Street from Mildred Street to Summit Avenue.
Construction will consist of grinding down the
top 2 inches of existing asphalt and repaving the
ground-out area. Some sewer and water main
work also will be included in the project to avoid
tearing up the road again in the near future for
these facilities. Actual construction is projected
to begin in August.

BACKFLOW PREVENTION DEVICE TEST
—REQUIRED BY STATE LAW

As you may or may not be aware, the City of
Fircrest has a system-wide cross connection con-
trol program. The primary method of cross con-
nection control is the installation of a backflow
assembly that prevents any potential backflow
from a non-potable water system into the City’s
water supply system.

Washington State regulations require backflow
assemblies to be tested at least once each year
to ensure they are properly functioning and that
the test results be provided to the water purveyor
(i.e. The City of Fircrest). If you have a backflow
prevention device on your water system, gener-
ally for an irrigation system, you are required to
have the device tested annually. If the City has a
record of you having such a device, this spring
you will receive a notification of the need to have
the annual test performed. Failure to have the
required test performed, and to provide the test
results to the City of Fircrest, will result in your
water service being shut off until the required
test is performed.

STORM WATER MANAGEMENT PLAN

The draft Storm Water Management Plan soon
will be presented to the City Council for adoption.
If you have any comments about the plan you
can mail them to the Public Works Department
at 115 Ramsdell Street, Fircrest, WA 98466, or
you can submit them by email to Bill Larkin,
our interim Public Works Director, at blarkin@
cityoffircrest.net.

REPLACEMENT OF BROKEN
OR DAMAGED SIDEWALK
If the sidewalk adjacent to your property is bro-
ken or otherwise damaged, you would be liable
for any injuries to persons who might trip and

fall because of the condition of the sidewalk. In
order to eliminate these dangerous conditions, the
City will provide assistance to replace areas of
dangerous sidewalk. Ifrequested by the property
owner, City staff will remove the damaged sec-
tion of sidewalk at no cost to the homeowner. It
will then be the responsibility of the homeowner
to have new sidewalk constructed in place of that
which was removed.

SEWER PROJECT UPDATE

The City did not receive the requested loan
through the State Revolving Fund for a portion
of the project. Our next step is to apply for a
Public Works Trust Fund Construction Loan for a
portion of the project. That loan application was
submitted in early May. We will not know if our
project is recommended for funding until August,
and will not know if money will be available
until the State Legislature adopts the 2011-2012
biennial budget in March 2011.

If we are selected for funding, and funding is
available through this program, construction will
start in August 2011. We also are submitting an
application for a U.S. Department of Agriculture
Rural Development Loan for the project. We are
eligible for the USDA loan because of our small
population. If either of these loan requests are
approved construction will start next year.

DON’T POLLUTE

Remember that most all of the storm drainage
from within the City of Fircrest ends up in Leach
Creek, which goes into Chambers Creek. Any-
thing that ends up in a catch basin ultimately ends
up in those creeks, so make sure that nothing you
do results in pollutants of any kind getting into
a catch basin. This includes soapy water used to
wash your car. You can keep this kind of pollut-
ant out of the storm drainage system by washing
your car on the grass or on a gravel arca where
the polluted water will not run into the street and
into the City’s storm drainage system.

Focus on Fire Extinguishers
With proper care and caution, many

outlets are classified A:B:C and fight
all three types of fires.

At its June 8 meeting, the Fircrest

City Council passed two ordinances
providing a 25% credit on the sewer
and minimum water charges for low
income seniors and low income dis-
abled persons who are receiving a low
income senior or low income disabled
person credit on their electric bill from
Tacoma Power.

To be eligible for the new City of
Fircrest credits, a person must provide
City of Fircrest utility billing staff with
their most recent bill from Tacoma
Power showing that they are receiving
a low income senior or low income
disabled person discount from Tacoma
Power.

accidental fires can be prevented.
However, if a fire breaks out, having
an extinguisher can be a lifesaver.
Placed near an exit, in an easy-to-
grab spot, it can put out a small
fire before firefighters arrive, or at
least suppress the flames while you escape
(always call 911 to report a fire before you
attempt to extinguish it).

What Type?

Household extinguishers are classified A,
B or C on the label to indicate which types
of fires — ordinary combustibles, flammable
liquids, or electrical — you can use them
on. Most of the extinguishers sold at retail

How do I use it?

It is very important to know how
to properly use your fire extinguisher.
Tacoma Fire Department recom-
mends using the “PASS” method:

* Pull the pin to break the fire extin-
guishers seal.

* Aim low, pointing the extinguisher
nozzle, horn, or hose at the base of the fire.
* Squeeze the handle to release the extin-
guishing agent.

» Sweep from side to side at the base of the
fire until the fire is out. Watch the area. If the
fire reignites, repeat the steps above.
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Learn How to Water Your
Lawn Efficiently

Mother Nature has provided a lot of
natural watering this spring, but this is
normally the time when residents begin
watering their lawns. The following
provides information on how to water
efficiently. Efficient use of water will
decrease your utility bill.

* Water deeply
and infrequently
to wet the lawn’s
entire root zone.
Grasses do well
when the whole
root zone becomes
wet and is allowed = &
to partially dry be- m _
tween watering. -

* Grass needs about 1 inch of water per
week (including rainfall) in summer and
less when the weather has been cool and
cloudy.

* Avoid runoff by checking to make sure
you are not applying water faster than soil
can accept it. Look for water pooling on
the surface of the ground or running down
the gutter when you water.

* Adjust sprinkler position to apply wa-
ter only on target areas. Keep sprinklers
from watering the pavement.

* Water in early morning or late evening
to reduce water loss due to evaporation
and wind.

* Adjust watering schedules with
weather and cool conditions. Decrease
the amount you water by the amount it
has rained.

* Proper lawn care and watering can
reduce your annual lawn care and water
usage costs.
