PUBLIC WORKS

Sewer Replacement Project 
     In June the City was granted a $1 million Pub-
lic Works Trust Fund (PWTF) Pre-Construction 
Loan for the design of the Cityôs proposed project 
for the relocation of old, deteriorated, clay-type 
sanitary sewer mains located on the rear prop-
erty lines of many developed properties within 
the City.
     Owners of the approximately 510 properties 
that will be directly affected by the proposed proj-
ect will be contacted, beginning in August, by one 
of the three design ýrms the City has selected 
to design the approximately 20,000 feet of new 
sewer that will be required by the project.
     In order to repay the $1,000,000, ýve-year  loan, 
the City Council held a public hearing on June 10, 
2008, and is considering a sewer rate increase.
     Actual construction of the proposed project is 
not expected to begin until Spring 2010.  Begin-
ning construction in 2010 is contingent on the 
City obtaining a 20-year PWTF Construction 
Loan for the project. The City will not know 
whether or not it has been successful in obtain-
ing the necessary loan until August 2009.  If the 
City is unsuccessful in obtaining the Construction 
Loan next year, actual construction will not begin 
until a later date.

design of the Cityôs proposed project for the re-
location of backyard sewer mains. Their support 
undoubtedly helped the City to obtain approval 
of the requested loan.

New Member Needed for Police 
Civil Service Commission

    The City is seeking a new member for the Police 
Civil Service Commission. The three- member com-
mission meets the ýrst Monday of each month. 
   The duties include approving Police payroll 
certiýcations, conducting hearings and investiga-
tions, hearing appeals, providing for competitive 
tests and certifying eligibility lists. Commission-
ers must be U.S. citizens, a resident of Fircrest for 
three years preceding appointment and registered 
voter of Pierce County. Terms are for six years in 
the unpaid position.
   Appointments are made by the City Manager 
with approval by the City Council. Interested per-
sons should contact City Manager Bill Brandon at 
564-8901.

    Fircrest voters will cast ballots in the upcoming 
Primary Election on a six-year Medical Services 
(EMS) levy. The Primary Election is August 19 
this year, which is earlier than previous fall pri-
maries. 
    Funds from the EMS Levy helps cover the costs 
of emergency medical care provided by the Fire 
Department. The levy, if approved by voters, will 
continue funding from levies approved by local 
voters in 1990, 1996 and 2002. 

    The current rate of 50 cents per $1,000 assessed 
valuation would continue for the next six years if 
the levy is approved.  The current level of emer-
gency medical service provided the Fire Depart-
ment would continue at the same levy rate. 
    EMS Levy funds pay for Advanced Life Sup-
port Services and Basic Life Support. Also funded 
are a full-time paramedic stationed in the Fire 
Station, emergency medical technicians, related 
medical equipment and direct advanced life-sup-
port transportation costs.

Community Supporters
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Trees and Fircrest 
    Itôs obvious why weôre named Fircrest.  Tall 
and stately trees are a signature of the Cityôs 
neighborhoods. However, sometimes those 
tall and stately trees next to a house may pose 
a threat to safety. If you are concerned about a 
tree on your property and want it removed, you 
may want to contact a certiýed arborist to verify 

the condition and 
health of the tree. 
Thereôs no reason 
to remove a tree if 
it does not pose a 
threat.  However, 
if you plan on 
cutting any trees 
on your prop-
erty, hereôs a few 
things you should 
consider:

 B If the tree or 
trees are on developed residential property with 
a principle structure (i.e. a house), a tree cutting 
permit is not required;
    B If on undeveloped property, a permit is 
required along with a tree replacement plan, 
depending upon the type of development an-
ticipated;
    B If within or near a critical area (i.e. a wet-
land, stream, wildlife habitat area), a permit is 
required in addition to a critical areas report.
    Above all, when you hire a tree cutting ser-
vice, be absolutely sure that they are licensed and 
bonded by the State Department of Labor and 
Industries and have a City of Fircrest business 
license.
    If you wish to check on the status of a con-
tractorôs license, you may go to the Departmentôs 
website at www.lni.wa.gov/TradesLicensing/
Contractors/HireCon/default.asp.  If you donôt 
have access to the web, call the Planning/
Building Department and weôll do a quick check 
for you.  

Just Fence Me In
    Tall fences good neighbors make - or so it 
is said. Fences provide privacy, security and a 
convenient way of keeping the puppy on the 
property. Sometimes, though, just the mention of 
a fence can raise concerns from neighbors about 
trespassing, encroaching on otherôs property or, 

in rare cases, view obstruction.
     The City of Fircrest does require a permit for 
a NEW fence and itôs a bargain: Itôs free.  Why 
require a permit for a fence?  We want to be sure 
that the property owner understands the cityôs 
standards for fences and to make property own-
ers aware that property lines arenôt necessarily 
where you might think they are.  
    Have questions about fences?  Call us or 
visit the Cityôs website,  www.cityofýrcrest.net.   
Use the steps listed below, but link to section 
22.58.004 (Fences, Walls and Hedges).

Home Businesses
    If you plan on operating a 
business from your house or 
apartment, the city has some 
rules which apply.  First, the 
City encourages home busi-
nesses that are strictly subor-
dinate to the residential nature of the neighbor-
hood. Respective to that, there are limitations 
on the operation of a home business that apply.  
These limitations are pretty extensive, but the 
bottom line is that the home business can be no 
more intrusive to the neighborhood nor exhibit 
any physical or visual impact beyond that of a 
normal dwelling unit.  
    Home occupations consist of two classiýca-
tions:  Type 1 and Type 2.  For a Type 1 home 
occupation, only the persons who reside in the 
residence can participate in the business.  Type 
1 home occupation permits are issued ñover-the-
counter.ò  For a Type 2 home occupation, non-
residents may be employed up to a maximum of 
two. Type 2 home occupations are subject to a 
public hearing by the planning commission and 
are subject to the requirements of a conditional 
use permit.  
    If youôre interested in starting a home oc-
cupation, please contact the Planning/Building 
Department for assistance.  Or, you may access 
the Cityôs municipal code through the Cityôs 
website at www.cityofýrcrest.net. Click on the 
ñAdministrationò tab, scroll down to the ñCity 
of Fircrest Municipal Code.ò  Click on ñTable 
of Contentsò, then ñTitle 22 Land Develop-
mentò and from there, go to ñ22.58ò and give 
that a click.
