What to Expect
Construction is anticipated to begin February 2026, weather permitting. The project will include the installation of new buffered sidewalks, driveways, curb and gutter, and paving – all in service of enhancing safety and improving mobility for all users. These new facilities will replace existing graveled shoulder space. 
Street Parking Impacts
To accommodate construction activities and ensure the safety of residents and workers, on-street parking along portions of Alameda Avenue will be restricted during active construction. “No Parking” signs will be posted in advance in the affected areas. We kindly ask that all vehicles be moved accordingly to avoid delays.
We understand that parking impacts can be inconvenient, and we appreciate your patience and cooperation as we work to enhance the safety and accessibility of your neighborhood.
NOTE: After completion of this project existing on-street parking will be permanently removed.
