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Subject: Alameda Avenue West Sidewalks Extension Project 
The City of Fircrest is committed to improving pedestrian safety and accessibility throughout our community. As part of this effort, we will soon begin construction on a sidewalk and pedestrian safety improvement project along the west side of Alameda Avenue, from Cypress Point to Emerson Street.
What to Expect
Construction is anticipated to begin on Monday, February 23rd. The project includes installation of new buffered sidewalks, driveways, curb and gutter, and paving improvements — all designed to enhance safety and mobility for pedestrians and roadway users. These improvements will replace the existing gravel shoulder.
The project is contracted for 40 working days and is anticipated to be completed within 4 to 6 weeks, weather dependent.
Street Parking Impacts
To accommodate construction activities and ensure the safety of residents and workers, on-street parking along portions of Alameda Avenue will be restricted during active construction. “No Parking” signs will be posted in advance in the affected areas. We kindly ask that all vehicles be moved accordingly to avoid delays.
We understand that parking impacts can be inconvenient, and we appreciate your patience and cooperation as we work to enhance the safety and accessibility of your neighborhood.
NOTE: After completion of this project existing on-street parking will be permanently removed.
